Repairing Corrupted Files
Occasionally, Microsoft Excel loses the association between an Excel file and an Add-in.  When this happens, you normally will see “#Name” in the cells that contain formulas that include Venture.SIM macros.  There are several ways to try to repair a corrupted worksheet.

Make sure the worksheet you are trying to open is not protected.  Venture.Sim may not open a file correctly if the worksheets have been protected. 

The most cause of corrupted files is that you or a person you share files with did not install Venture.SIM  in the correct location.  To fix the problem, you may want to delete the Vsim60 folder and uncheck the add-in in Excel, then reinstall following the installation instructions.  

You can usually repair an individual corrupted file in one of the following ways.  However, the repair may not be permanent unless you correct the installation.

1. Easiest, but least likely to work, if you are using Excel 2007 or later, close the corrupted file.  Then click the Microsoft Office icon in the upper left corner, click “Open”, then locate and click on the file you want to open, then in the “Tools” menu at the bottom, select “Open and Repair.”  When asked, select “Repair”.

Or

2. The Venture.SIM menu includes a “Repair Links” tab.  Clicking on this may repair the broken links but does not always do so.

Or

3. With the corrupted spreadsheet open, click on one of the cells that contains the #Name warning and the formula bar shows a Venture.SIM macro.  If the macro appears to be correct (e.g., the cell formula appears as “=V_Normal(0,1)” when you are trying to simulate a unit normal distribution), you can probably repair all of the broken links with a single search and replace command.  Select “Find” in the “Find what:” line type “=V_” (omit the quote marks).  Then click the “Replace tab.  In the “Replace with:” line, type “=V_”, the exact same string that you are replacing.  Then click “Replace All”.  This approach works if the links to excel are simply broken.   It will repair all of the broken links in the entire workbook that include the “=V_” string.  You can scan the worksheet or workbook to verify that everything is working as it should.  

Or

4. With the corrupted spreadsheet open, click on one of the cells that contains the #Name warning and the formula bar shows a Venture.SIM macro.  If the macro appears with a long path (e.g., the cell formula appears as “=C:\Vsim60\MyDocuments\V_Normal(0,1)” when you are trying to simulate a unit normal distribution) or something similar, you can probably repair all of the broken links with a single search and replace command.  Select “Find” in the “Find what:” line type “C:\Vsim60\MyDocuments\V_” (omit the quote marks) or whatever path information appears in the cell you are attempting to repair.  Then click the “Replace tab.  In the “Replace with:” line, type “V_”.  By doing this, you are removing all of the unnecessary path information and editing the cell formula to be simply “=V_Normal(0,1)”.  Then click “Replace All”.  This approach works if the path information in the cells is corrupted.   It will repair all of the broken links in the entire workbook that include the path information string.  You can scan the worksheet or workbook to verify that everything is working as it should.
